The 2008 parade will be held on Sunday March 16" starting at 11am, and this
year a jury has been appointed to select the top parade entry.

Founded in 2004, CelticFest Vancouver’s cornerstone values are community, diversity,
family and civic pride. CelticFest draws its artistic direction from some 5,000 years of
Celtic history and culture, and it is a rich celebration of the seven Celtic nations’ kinship
and community. This vibrant event has quickly and solidly established itself as a
welcome annual springtime tradition in downtown Vancouver’s entertainment district.
Since its inception, CelticFest’s attendance has significantly grown year over year,
drawing more than 200,000 people in 2007 — more than double the number attending
the previous year.
